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A blend of 65% Cabernet Franc, 30% Merlot and 5% Petit Verdot, the 2023 Jean Faure is superb, revealing aromas 
of cassis, mulberries, lead pencil, dark tea and spices. Medium- to full-bodied, it is lively and harmonious, built 
around a delicately structured palate that is impeccably balanced, concluding with a long, saline and perfumed 
finish. In this vintage, it stands as a compelling testament to the virtues of Cabernet Franc.

The 2023 Jean Faure is classy and refined through and through. Strong Cabernet Franc inflections drive through a 
core of red/purplish fruit, lavender, spice, menthol and blood orange. Bright and impeccably focused, Jean Faure has 
so much to offer. It remains one of the most under-the-radar wines on the Right Bank.

One of the wines I have most been looking forward to retasting, and it lives up to expectations. Understated, slow 
build, layered with a clutch of violet and peony flowers, sappy blueberry and crushed raspberry fruits, sculpted, car-
ved out tannins balanced by a creamy cappuccino mid palate that is already fully in evidence. Love the gunsmoke 
and steel edges here, a great vintage of Jean Faure. 30% new oak for ageing, along with 25% oak casks, 15% concrete 
eggs; 30% one year old oak barrels.

A brilliant Saint-Emilion, the 2023 Château Jean Faure offers fresh raspberries, redcurrants, spring flowers, violets, 
and spicy wood on the nose. Medium-bodied on the palate, it has a pure, graceful mouthfeel, polished, fine tannins, 
and outstanding length. It should be snatched up by savvy readers and might be the finest vintage of this cuvee I’ve 
tasted. It will keep for two decades. Drink 2026-2046.

Jean Faure 2023 est une ode aux détails, une louange au fine-tuning, une interprétation cérébrale, presque décon-
certante de tous les éléments que l’on est éventuellement apte à ressentir au niveau olfactif.

“Hidden Dragon” selection
The 2023 vintage marks the first vintage in which Château Jean Faure achieved Biodyvin certification, and the 
second vintage crafted in its new cellar. Tasting this wine brings an unexpected surge of excitement. The palate 
is irresistibly refreshing, reminiscent of sour plum juice, while tannins as smooth as mulberry silk make it hard to 
resist. Then comes an explosion of fresh fruit, bursting upward like a fountain, sending juicy strawberries, bayberries, 
red plums, and rose petals soaring high into the air, before cascading back down as a rush of fruit slush across the 
palate. To put it simply, how on earth can this be so delicious?

The 2023 Jean Faure, based around 65% Cabernet Franc, has a very refined bouquet. Perhaps compared to other 
vintages, the Cabernet Franc is less pronounced, with attractive blackberry and strawberry scents, the oak very well 
integrated. The palate is medium-bodied with finely spun tannins, and here the Cabernet Franc comes through 
more strongly. A little savoury on the finish, quite long in terms of persistency, this is a well-crafted Jean Faure.
